Your Digital Narrative Overview
You will be creating a visual interpretation of the Personal Narrative Essay that you have just finished. For this assignment, you may wish to take one of several different approaches:

A. Focus on the key elements of your narrative and create something that clearly emphasizes the relationship between the experience/event and the lesson

B. Focus on the big moment of epiphany when the lesson “registered” for you.  Perhaps this can also include how it has affected you since that experience.

C. Focus on the difference the lesson has made in your life and how you handle situations, today, as a result of that lesson.

D. If you have other ideas, discuss them with the teacher to be sure that they will meet the expectations for this assignment. 

  As part of this process, you will complete the following steps:
1. Create a storyboard that outlines your plans

2. Collect appropriate images – personal, appropriate pictures are encouraged but not required

3. USE AN ONLINE application to create this assignment – no PowerPoint, iMovie, or other software based programs. You should be able to access this assignment/project from anywhere with internet access.

4. Create an edited/reviewed digital, visual interpretation of your narrative, that meets the criteria provided

5. You are encouraged to incorporate music or audio/voice recording
